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| LESVOS Spring Migration
Laonsd  Trip Report — aprii 14— 21, 2022

Day 1 — April 14

We arrived on various flights today to
sparkling sunshine over Lesvos. Some
of us had a chance to look around the
hotel grounds and surrounds and we
enjoyed a lovely lunch at what became
our favorite taverna in the quaint fishing
village of Skala Kalloni. From our lunch
table, we could see Great Crested
Grebes and a few Yelkouan
Shearwaters. We met the Tsiknias =
River in the afternoon which offered our g2
first Squacco Heron and then checked
the Mesa Pool which offered 15
Garganey, a male Citrine Wagtail and a &
little group of Marsh Sandpipers.
Across the road, the Kalami marsh

offered a Northern Lapwing (rare), a

gorgeous Steppe Buzzard , a Marsh Harrier, two Alpine Swifts and four Pallid Swifts in the
larger flock of Common Swifts, a couple of Red-rumped Swallows, and a single Glossy Ibis.
The afternoon run at the Kalloni Salt Pans yielded nearly 30 Black-tailed Godwits, 4 dozen
Gull-billed Terns, and a Mediterranean Gull. This wasn’t bad for the arrival day as the tour had
not really officially started.

By the end of the day, all had arrived and we gathered for our first dinner in the Kalloni Bay
Hotel. Everyone was excited to finally be on the island, some having waited two years to get
there.
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Day 2 — April 15

This morning we took a pre-breakfast walk to the
nearby Christou River mouth, close to our hotel.
From the beach overlooking the clear still waters of
Kalloni Bay we soon found a superb adult Slender-
billed Gull, plus both Common and Sandwich
Terns.

We then walked over to the estuary mouth where
the morning light was perfect and found a few nice
looking Kentish (Snowy) Plovers, plus a lone Grey
(Black-bellied) Plover, 4 Little Stints, a distant
Marsh Sandpiper and a Greenshank. A group of 30
Wood Sandpipers and a couple of Ruff flew in and,
at the back of an area of scrubby grass, we found 3
Eurasian Stone Curlew. The soon to be very
familiar Crested Larks were all around and Yellow-
legged Gulls constantly flew over. Several Greater
Flamingos looked superb as they flew in showing
bright pink wings.

We returned for breakfast and then made a short
drive to Papiana, a small tiny village not far from
our hotel where. We parked near the school and, after searching the eucalyptus trees, we
found a tiny Eurasian Scops Owl sat close to a trunk and about 20 ft up. A local couple was
out on their verandah having breakfast and enjoying our delight at having seen the owl.

Moving on, we drove back to Kalami Marsh that had offered so much for us yesterday. We
had to catch up the late arrivals and the area did not disappoint. A flock of 15 Glossy Ibis flew
over as we parked the
vans. We stood
overlooking the reedy
marsh viewing from an
old bridge looking across
the road to the Mesa
pool. The open water
held 14 Garganey, 4
Northern Shoveler,
several Eurasian Coot
and a group of flamingos.
In a bush beside the pool,
a Common Kingdfisher sat
surveying the waters
edge and Black-winged
Stilts waded around only
ankle deep.
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We could see the Kalloni Bay beyond the pool and a group of 75 Yelkouan Shearwaters flew
back and forth giving quite reasonable views. Back on the muddy pool, we found 4 Marsh
Sandpipers, a few Wood sandpipers, Little Ringed Plover, Common Sandpiper and some
Yellow Wagtails of the Black-headed race (feldegg). More Garganey were seen flying behind
us and brought our total to an amazing 22, the most we have ever seen together on the island.
Next up was a Marsh Harrier that flew past as we tried to view both Common Reed and Sedge
Warblers in a small patch of reeds right beside us.

We continued on toward Achladeri with a brief stop for 3 Black Storks perched on a concrete
block. A big cement lorry forced us to move on quickly and it wasn’t long before we arrived at
the forest and started our search for one of the island’s top birds, the Kriper's Nuthatch. In just
a few minutes we heard a Nuthatch call and got brief views of it in a tree close to where we
parked. Searching the forest it took us a while to relocate the bird and get better views.
Chaffinches were everywhere and we found Pied Flycatcher, some Long-tailed Tits, Wood
Warbler, and a few very mobile Serins. A Short-toed Eagle and later a Long-legged Buzzard
flew over the forest and then we found a nice male Collared Flycatcher, a superb early migrant
that this tour was aimed to coincide with. A Common Cuckoo could be heard but was too far
away to see.
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With the success of te rUper’s thatch under our belts, we headed back to Skala Kalloni
and our Taverna lunch. We then gathered and set off to the nearby Tsiknias River where a
very showy Purple Heron stood right out in the open.

Our next stop was to scan the Kalloni Salt Pans which we would do many times over the
course of the week. Excitement ensued when three Short-toed Eagles had us out of the vans
looking up. Looking back toward the pans, a Great Spotted Cuckoo appeared and was
watched with amazement as it busily fed on insects along the salt pan embankment. These
were incredible views of this often elusive species.
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Moving on to the nearby Alykes Wetland, we found a group of 16 Greater Short-toed Larks,
and a Tawny Pipit. Back to the Salt Pans again where the evening light was fantastic and we
watched two groups of Black-tailed Godwits plus the other shorebirds we had seen already
during the day. As a finale to the day we got superb looks at a close Black Stork feeding
beside the ford on the Tsiknias River. What a brilliant first official day !!!

Day 3 — April 16

This morning our pre breakfast
excursion was to the inland
lake — called Metochi. The
dogs here were extremely
noisy this morning and the
water level was very high.
Never-the-less, we found both
Reed and Sedge Warblers
and Cetti’s Warbler. We heard
a singing Savi’s Warbler,
which quite expectedly did not |;
show itself. Little Grebes were
present and then Christine
found a female Little Crake
that soon disappeared into the
reeds. A Hoopoe was heard
calling and Eurasian Jays
were flying back and forth.

We returned for breakfast after which we drove straight up to Kavaki. A Chukar was spotted on
a rock as we drove up and we got super views of one sat on the cliff face overlooking the sea.
A Blue Rock Thrush was displaying from a telephone tower and nearby a Ruppell’s Warbler
briefly went into song flight and flew away unfortunately, leaving the Subalpine Warblers to put
on a much better show. A Peregrine Falcon flew past and we enjoyed very showy Black-eared
Wheatears and a Lesser Whitethroat. A Mimosa Orchid was a nice find and Scarce Swallowtail
and Eastern Festoon butterflies were noted. Out at sea it was dead calm which allowed us to
spot pod of up to 100 Mobula Rays feeding near the surface. Moving on, we stopped at
Molivos Castle where Alpine Swift and Common Swifts were flying around as we enjoyed a
lovely coffee and view. A Pied Flycatcher was seen from our perch and several distant
Yelkouan Shearwaters were spotted.
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From here we drove to Parasma Reservoir where a Eurasian Wigeon was seen alongside
good numbers of Ruddy Shelduck and Yellow-legged Gulls. A few Red veined Darter
dragonflies were noted as well as more Scarce and Common Swallowtail butterflies. From
here we drove the north coast road stopping to see a pair of Masked Shrikes, Black-eared
Wheatears, and a couple of Cretzschmar’s Buntings. Quite a few interesting flowers were
seen and better views of Subalpine Warblers.

Continuing on we had a great looks at a couple of Eurasian Turtle Doves perched on power
lines. We stopped at “Megala Therma” to experience the thermal springs in the sea.

The sand was piping hot, too hot to touch really but it was tangible evidence of the volcanic
activity under the island.

We continued up to a raptor watch point near Argenos, a village near Mount Lepetimnos, the
highest point on the island of Lesvos. The watch point, overlooking the Aegean and the close
coast of Turkey offered a number of Common Buzzards and Short-toed Eagles as well as
Alpine Swifts, a Cirl Bunting, and a few Linnets.

Afterwards, we made our way back to Kalloni, stopping briefly at the hotel before driving out
toward the Salt Pans. On the Tsiknias River mouth we saw 2 Mediterranean Gulls, Common
Terns, and a Common Snipe. On the Salt Pans, in perfect evening light, we noted great
numbers of Ruff and Wood Sandpipers, a few Black-tailed Godwits and 13 Little Stints.

On to Mesa, a gorgeous Steppe Buzzard was seen well perched on a fence post. Glossy Ibis

flew over, a Common Kingfisher posed, and several smart looking Garganey were on the pools
alongside Northern Shoveler. Out in the bay we could see 3 Great Crested Grebes drift past.
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And in the sky above us were 6 Mediterranean Gulls circling around with a few Yellow-legged
Gulls hawking insects. A Marsh Harrier flew past as we boarded the vans to return to the hotel
after another very successful day.

Day 4 — April 17

Today we made a pre-breakfast visit to the
east side of the Kalloni Salt Pans. It was a
dull morning with spits of rain but that didn’t | ;354
dampen our spirits. A Zitting Cisticola
showed in the reeds and out along the track
we scoped a perched female Red-footed |3
Falcon. On the Salt Pans a Black Stork
posed while Great Cormorant and Northern
Shoveler were noted. Several Little Terns
flew in and perched allowing great scope &
views and up to 30 or more Common Terns |l
fished in a flock together.

After breakfast we drove up to Mesa where
we soon located a very smart Spur-winged
Plover that cooperated for great views.
There were also 6 Red-throated Pipits in
their brick red colors and a Marsh
Sandpiper fed energetically in the mud.

Out in the bay, there were now 6 Great
Crested Grebes.

From here we drove to the Potamia :
Old Reservoir where 5 Black-crowned |g
Night Herons emerged from the
shoreline vegetation. A lonely P
Garganey was seen and there were at ||
least five Little Crakes hiding along
the reedy edges. We also checked
Metochi Lake and found another two
Little Crakes with one male showing
exceedingly well for more than 20
minutes.

We then went for lunch at our favorite
restaurant in town, and after a short
rest back at the hotel, we drove out to
the Tsiknias River. Along the way,
Gina spotted a Cattle Egret perched
on a telegraph wire (strange)! At the Tsiknias River ford, we watched a female Citrine Wagtail
and several very smart Black-headed Wagtails.

We checked the Alykes Wetlands and saw a Hoopoe fly as we drove by. The sheep fields
were slow so we decided to check the race track to see if we could find the Hoopoe. We drove
slowly, the two vans side by side, until the bird was spotted flying up to a pole. Scope views
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were appreciated of this iconic bird, worth the extra effort to see. Rain was starting so we
headed back to our hotel where the Cattle Egret was seen perched on the power lines again.

Day 5 — April 18

Overnight rains offered promising migration conditions so this morning, we decided to drive
straight to the Meladia Valley on the west side of the island. A male Red-footed Falcon was
one of the first birds we saw, but it was colder and windier than we expected so small birds
were keeping well down and sheltered. Our first short walk produced brief views of everything,
such as Blackcap, Greater Whitethroats, Eastern Orphean Warblers, Spotted and Pied
Flycatchers. A pair of Western Rock Nuthatches also proved elusive and 2 Ortolan Buntings
were flushed up by a noisy donkey.

We moved on a little and Gina spotted a Barred Warbler which disappeared before everyone
could get on it. Pied and Collared Flycatchers appeared, more Orphean Warblers and
several Woodchat Shrikes. Moving towards Sigri, good numbers of Tree Pipits started to
appear plus more flycatchers including Spotted, Great Reed Warbler and Common
Nightingale.
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From Sigri we drove to Faneromeni area seeing many &
more Collared, Pied and Spotted Flycatchers. A brief |}
Common Cuckoo flew off and we heard a singing
Savi's Warbler. We continued walking a dirt track to
find a tree filled with 8 Golden Orioles, a real
spectacle to see for a bird that can be surprisingly a
elusive. We scoped the birds and enjoyed great views [F#
of this often difficult to see species.

We drove to the upper ford for lunch and continued :
the (visual) feast of three species of flycatcher, plus 2 |y
Purple Herons, Wood Warbler, and overhead, a male |\
Montagu’s Harrier. At the lower ford we were /
delighted to find yet another female Citrine Wagtail, vl ol S
plus both male and female Little Crakes showing well out in the open. On the beach we found
some shelter from the wind and scoped both Scopoli’'s and Yelkouan Shearwaters. The fields
contained small flocks of Yellow Wagtails of at least three different forms.

We stopped in Sigri to enjoy a hot drink at the
café before heading back toward Kalloni with a
final stop for a nice Little Owl perched in a dead
tree. We had a delightful stop for some rare and
exquisite Lesvos Orchids near Antissa and then
continued to our hotel where there were now
two Cattle Egrets.

Day 6 — April 19

Our pre-breakfast excursion took us to the
Tsiknias River, past the Salt Pans and on to
Alykes Sheep fields. We had a flock of 20
Glossy Ibis, 3 Purple Herons, many Ruff and
Yellow Wagtails, and a perched female Red-
footed Falcon. Out on the sheep fields we
counted 32 Greater Short-toed Larks, plus a Montagu's Harrier. A Common Starllng was a bit
out of season sat on a Sheep’s back.

After breakfast we returned to the Tsiknias
River where countless Sedge, Reed and

- Great Reed Warblers jumped back and forth
= [among the reeds all trying to sing at the same
time. Quite a commotion! The Glossy Ibis
looked superb showing iridescent greens and
= purples and Little Ringed Plover and a female
Little Crake were seen.

Further on another Little Crake was spotted
and Christine seemed to spotting them all.
We returned to Skala Kalloni for lunch and
then we set off to Metochi Lake. Nothing seen
from here so we visited the Scops Owl site
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and saw one bird sat out in full view. We also saw a pair of Eurasian Nuthatches, which are not
an easy bird to find on Lesvos.

We then drove past the Salt Pans noting
18 Gull-billed Terns. At Achladeri, we
found the Kriper's Nuthatch again and
tracked down a Short-toed Treecreeper
that tried its best to elude us. Violet
Limodore or Violet bird's-nest orchid were S
just starting to flower on the forest floor
and the regular Chaffinches and Tits kept
us entertained.

Back at Kalami Marsh, the Steppe
Buzzard showed well as did the Northern |
Lapwing. Driving back along the Tsiknias
track, some of us got brief views of the > o e <
male Pallid Harrier before it disappeared from view. Wlth Marsh Harrier and Montagu S Harrler
also seen, it made for a perfect end to the day. Well almost, as another female Citrine Wagtail
posed on the river ford.

Day 7 — April 20

We started off along Tsiknias River by the ford where 2 female Garganey showed very close
and a Savi's Warbler was singing with numerous Great Reed, Reed and Sedge Warblers. A
Common Cuckoo was seen perched on a distant wire and hundreds of Sand Martins perched
in the reeds, right in front of us.

At the Alykes sheep fields were 13 Greater Short-toed Larks and a male Montagu's Harrier.
There were now nine Great Crested Grebes on the sea and 8 Mediterranean Gulls flew over.
Along the Lotzaria Track, we saw 6 Whimbrel fly over, countless Sedge Warblers and
Whinchats. And then, after crossing the ford, the male Pallid Harrier flew right in front of us.

It was our last full day
and time to head west!
At the Faneromeni
Lower Ford, we watched
both male and female
Little Crakes feeding up
river. Several Lesser
Kestrels flew over as did
8 Bee-eaters. At the
upper ford, there were
more Bee-eaters plus a
Purple Heron and lots of
Collared, Pied and
Spotted Flycatchers. On
our way toward Sigri
village, we stopped for a
tree full of Bee-eaters.
What a sight!
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We visited the fantastic Petrified Forest Museum and our friend there let us set up our picnic
lunch in the cafe. As we were eating, a fishing boat sailed into the harbor followed by
hundreds of Yellow-legged Gulls and around 200 Scopoli's Shearwaters. We check them
carefully as this was an incredible number of Scopoli’'s and not a single Yelkouan among them.
As the boat docked, the birds all turned around and went back out to sea. We have never seen
this in all the 20 years of visiting Lesvos!

After lunch, we drove to the Old Cheese Factory (Sanatorium) where we found an Icterine
Warbler and male Common Redstart in the same tree. Further along the track, there was
either the same or another Icterine Warbler and a male Sardinian Warbler.

Moving on to the Meladia Valley we
found three Ortolan Buntings, a Willow
Warbler, another Icterine Warbler and big
numbers of Orphean, Whitethroat, Lesser
Whitethroat, Blackcaps, Spotted, Pied
and Collared Flycatchers, Woodchat
Shrikes, and a male Montagu's Harrier.

P& to find one of the specialties of the island,

the Cinereous Bunting. We drove the

== coast road back toward Kalloni and

. stopped along the road to survey a rocky

ihillside. Nothing! The sun was starting

to drop below the hillside and we knew

we were running out of time. Paul and

‘Steve walked up the road and soon
~“signalled for us to come up and see the

prize — a Cinereous Bunting! We found it and all had good views through the scope!

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Finally back at the Christou River, we finished by finding a Spur-winged Plover and a Black-
headed Gull. We enjoyed our final dinner together and a recap of the many highlights of this
special island.

Day 8 — April 21
Today we said goodbye and headed home with many memories of this charming Greek island
and its birds.

Thanks to our wonderful travellers who've joined us for many tours. It was a pleasure to share
these experiences with you. And thanks to Paul Manning for sharing his knowledge and
enthusiasm with us making for an extra special tour.
