Heron ponds during the day and others out feeding in
the open. Maximum count of 6 in one day

8 Squacco Heron Ardeola ralloides Seen on 2 days with 2 flying over lakes at
Churchill and 4 sheen well at mud ponds 1 &2

9 Little Egret Egretta gar zetta Seen in small numbers every day around por{ds
or wetlands

10 | Great Egret Egretta alba Seen everyday around ponds and wetlands with
maximum count of around 25 together

11 | Grey Heron Ardea cinerea Seen on 6 days mostly flying over. Maximum |of
30 in one day at Churchill lakes and fish ponds

12 | Purple Heron Ardea purpurea This often skulky species was seen on 6 dayy
with most in flight but others showing well in
wetlands. A maximum of 8 on day 2 was goog

13 | Black Stork Ciconia nigra A scarce bird we saw individuals on 2 days wjth

38 | Common Pheasant Phasianus colchicus Seen in small numbers every day of the trip

39 | Water Rail Rallus aquaticus Heard only briefly on one day at mud pond 1

40 | Common Moorhen Gallinula chloropus Seen on 4 days witrh max of 2 on or near ponds
